Some important educational ideas inform this template:

1. We need a clear sense of purpose if teaching and learning are to be effective. Hence the emphasis on learning objectives (also called learning outcomes).

2. Using the learning objectives, we plan our implementation. This involves an alignment between the objectives, the resources (information from lectures and texts) we provide, the learning activities and the assessment (which provides feedback). 
3. Learning activities are crucial. Through activity, students learn. Thomas Shuell wrote:

“The teacher’s fundamental task is to get students to engage in learning activities that are likely to result in their achieving the desired outcomes.

...remember that what the student does is actually more important in determining what is learned than what the teacher does.”
